7b. Clerk has contacted Post Office Counter Services Ltd they have someone who has expressed an interest in the business. 
10e.  Shropshire Council will be changing their way of consulting with parish councils on planning applications.  There will be little change to Ditton Priors Parish. Ditton Priors PC is being reported as a council that already uses most of the proposals.  Ie online reporting of comments, online receipt of planning applications.  The only change that will impact slightly is that consultation period will be 31 days on planning applications but the 21 days will remain for trees in conservation areas.  The changes came into effect on 1.3.17.
11c. The village hall committee is looking to purchase tables for the smaller meeting room.  The chair has asked if the parish council could purchase the tables on behalf of the village hall committee.  this would mean the vat element can be reclaimed.  This is no longer possible. However, the Parish Council can purchase the tables and gift the goods to the village hall and claim the vat back.  (i.e. use parish council or grant funds to pay).  The alternative is to give the village hall a grant towards the cost of the tables i.e. the vat element.  Total cost of the project would be £866.00 inc Vat net would be £692.80.  the VAT element would be £173.20.  
11e.  In order to get the website up to date for the local council award clerk forwarded a lot of updated information.  It was too much for the current system.   Vision have suggested an upgrade silver package will be bi monthly upgrade of information plus usual minutes and agendas.  Will cost £382.50 p annum, current costs £ 233.75. have a look at the website?  
14. Elections update.  The election pack is in your envelope unless you have told me you are not seeking re election.   The forms need to be handed in at one of the places listed in the guidance pack.  The elections team have asked if existing councillors can hand theirs in asap and if possible altogether.  I have never handed in or completed election forms for councillors and I will not be doing so this time.  This is the recommended actions and keeps the clerk impartial during the election period.  There are two spare packs if you know anyone interested.  It would be useful if you have your form completed or the names of the two people who are going to nominate you to enable me to give you the relevant electoral roll number at the meeting.

Clerk has contacted the safer roads partnership and is awaiting a reply.  They will investigate evidence of speeding traffic and report accordingly.  It does take some time.

Report from a meeting attended by clerk.

1.  a presentation about the Local Plan and Samdev.  To cut a long story short Shropshire Council has been instructed by government along with several other local authorities to review their core strategy and development sites forward to 2036.  it should be said Shropshire Council has not done anything wrong it is a matter of timing.  Shropshire Council’s Core Strategy was adopted before the new national planning policy framework was adopted by Government.
2. The review and consultation must be done in 12 months.  So, A document will be available for consultation after Christmas hopefully Jan but could be Feb.  

3. This will be a partial review.  Bringing up to date how much housing is needed in Shropshire with the figure based on the last census.

4. There will be a need to find additional housing and employment land.

5. It is essential Shropshire Council keeps the plan up to date to ensure it is defendable when developers attempt to build on land outside the plan.  

6. There will not be such an in-depth samdev consultation because of the time restraints.

7. Green Belt will be reviewed as part of this process.  The green belt in Shropshire is all the West Midland side of the River Severn.
