11c. E. on are offering a three-year contract at £210.00 a year i.e. £10 a light.  There is a comprehensive list of what is included.  Repairs will be carried out within 7 days of notification.  If that is not possible the pc will be notified within 2 days of the visit.  An inventory will be provided each year.  There is a list of what will not be done.  To date none of the things stated have been required by the Parish Council.  The contract does not disadvantage the parish council from the current position.  
11e.  clerk has spoken to Vision ICT.  There are seven options.
1. Leave things as they are using the website to ensure requirements of the transparency code are met. £275.00 (£233.75)
2. Convert to the silver package offered by the providers £450.00. (£382.50) the difference being bi monthly updates as opposed to quarterly updates.
