Report
15. GDPR

A change in leglisation is due to take effect in May 2018.  It is becoming clear that the new regulations will mean parish and town councils will have to employ someone to be their data controller.  It is becoming clear that this person cannot be the clerk or a councillor.  (that is if the clerk is the only employee).  It is all about who makes decisions about how data is use.  What is data?  Basically it is personal information.  Including electronic information such as email addresses.  Currently I am reading all the guidance that is arriving and forwarding on the relevant stuff to yourselves.  The way to employ someone is emerging.  One offer from Telford and Wrekin Council starts at a cost of £2000.00, another offer has arrived with no costs attached.  However there are three more meetings before May and as things are emerging I do not feel ready to recommend something ot the parish council.  There will be a set of template documents available from NALC before May.  Ie policies, data protection statements etc. I have put a sum of £500 in the budget to ensure there are funds available if needed.
